Nationals of the member states of EU and EEA: Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Cyprus, 
Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Iceland, 
Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, Norway, Poland, 
Portugal, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, The Netherlands and United 
Kingdom are free to enter France. The required travel document for entry is a 
national ID card or passport. 
The bases for their stay in France are regulated by the Citizen of European Union 
Act. 
 
The holders of passports of the following countries do not need a visa to enter France 
for stays of no more than three months in a 6 months period: Andorra, Croatia, Israel, 
Monaco, San Marino and Switzerland. 
 
The following countries require a visa even for a period of less than 90 days: 
Albania, Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bosnia & Herzegovina, Georgia, FYR of 
Macedonia, Moldova, Montenegro, Russia, Serbia, Turkmenistan, Turkey and
