Exploring the city with the Urban train is an attraction you shouldn't miss in Ljubljana. The circular
route features 10 stations, including the city’'s major landmarks. Urban starts its circular route in
the vicinity of the Town Hall, it goes to the Ljubljana Castle, then takes you alongside the banks of
the Ljubljanica River over the Trnovski pristan Embankment, through the contemporary centre of
Ljubljana, past the Opera, the Modern Gallery and the PreSeren Square with the Triple Bridge,
returning to the starting point. The main city attractions are introduced by an audio guide
available in fourteen languages (Slovenian, English, German, Italian, Croatian, French, Spanish,
Russian, Portuguese, Dutch, Chinese, Greek, Arabic, and Hungarian).
